Chapter Three: Turnabout 4 Kids!

The Walkthrough.

As before this will be separated into sections to avoid the dreaded spoiler effect. Of course, if you're reading this you're already on the first day so let's get on with it.

Investigation: Day One

I hate to say it, but you've got to go to school. Once you're there, you can roam around and explore; you'll find Principal Dean greeting you at the school entrance, Professor Finnigan and Hasim in the classroom, and Adam Wood is out in the street behind the school.

Talk with whomever you desire for a good amount of background information on Blackburn, its population, and more. The option to escape from school is present at either end of the school; to leave you'll have to have spoken with Adam about underage drinking and examined the chemistry set in the classroom.

After leaving... this gets interesting at last.

Return to the scene of the crime when cartoons are cancelled. You'll meet up with Gumshoe, of course. Who else? Talk with him about the crime and you'll receive Tommy's gun, the autopsy report, and the revolver. You'll also need to pay a brief visit to the classroom to meet up with Kirk; that's all you need to do there. Head back outside and pay a visit to the detention center to speak with your new client. After you've talked with him about the murder, you can head to court.

To court! And so we shall go.

Testimony 1: Gumshoe

-In a Nutshell-

1) The defendant and the victim met behind the school at around 11PM the night of the murder.

2) They started talking, and then they began to argue with each other.

3) Eventually, the defendant snapped and the two shot each other.

4) The kid was wounded and the principal was killed. Open and shut case, huh?

Present the ballistics report on statement 4. A no-brainer, huh? Lucky for us Mr. Ace Detective isn't here for a snarky comment on this one.

Forwards! Testimony 2.

Testimony 2: Hasim Numak

-The Murder-

1) I was walking around the corner when I heard two people yelling at each other.

2) I heard a shot ring out and a body hit the ground. I came over to see what had happened.

3) It looked like Mr. Principal Dean shot Mr. Tommy with a large revolver gun thing.

4) Mr. Principal Dean started to walk away, but he saw me and passed out.

On statement 4.

Present Tommy's Gun on statement 2. Another word clue in a pressed statement! Yippee!

Force present: Crime scene photo

And we move forth to the next testimony.

Testimony 4: Kirk Bawltz

1) I was hanging around the edge of the school that night when I heard two people whispering.

2) I came around the corner and the principal and Tommy were on the other side, yelling at each other.

3) After yelling for a while, they both pulled out their guns and pointed them at each other.

4) Then they shot each other. Mr. Dean fell to the ground and Tommy stumbled a bit before collapsing.

Present the revolver on statement 4.

Aaaand we're done here. I know, you'd think a school would offer as many good opportunities for comedy as a comic con, right? But nooooo... not even Godot Blend 001's that good.

Investigation: Day Two

This part is divided into two sections. First you'll have to talk with Gumshoe to get the crime scene diagram. Then make your way to the school to meet up with an unlikely face: Furio Tigre. Chase after Furio and talk with him in the classroom about his activities. After that you can head back behind the school and wait for Kirk.

After talking with Gumshoe at the police department, you'll return to the school eventually. You'll need to examine the blood stain on the ground and retrieve the medical records. Then head through the classroom and to the front entrance of the school, where you'll meet up with Tigre once more. Take his advice and visit the next door rooftop. Examine the sniper rifle and then backtrack to the police station.

On we go to the second trial day.

Testimony 5: Sean Mauser

-Hi Everybody-

1) My name's Sean Mauser. I'm a former student at Blackburn High.

2) I don't really know what I've been picked up for. I don't have anything to do with this mess.

3) I don't even know the principal apart from seeing him when I was at school.

4) I've never been inside the school doors since I left Blackburn over a year ago.

Present the sniper rifle on statement 2. Simple, right?

Well, it was simple a moment ago... onwards to testimony 6.

Testimony 6: Sean Mauser

-Bait and Switch-

1) That's my rifle. I won it at an arms show raffle a while back. I use it all the time.

2) I heard the Principal and Tommy arguing late at night. So, I shot them out of boredom.

3) Actually, Kirk owed me some money from a bet we made. So, it's just BANG! End of story.

4) Kirk was worried about an upcoming operation at the hospital, so he asked me to kill him.

5) I bought the gun myself two months ago. I used to train with those things all the time.

See? Things finally get interesting! Told you it would take a while. Here you'll have to present the evidence to each statement to unlock the next one! So...

First, present the sniper on statement 1.

Second, present the crime scene diagram on statement 2.

Third, present the updated crime scene diagram on statement 3.

Fourth, present the sniper rifle on statement 4.

Fifth, present the sniper rifle on statement 5.

And finally, present the Fake ID when prompted.

At last, we're on to testimony 7!

Testimony 7: Adam Wood

-Adam's Alibi-

1) The night of the murder? I was actually still at school when the principal was shot.

2) I was studying up for a chemistry project, and had to stay really late.

3) I heard a loud bang around 11 or so. I made like a tree and got the hell out of there.

4) *glug glug glug*

Present the Fake ID on statement 4.

Yay, unpredictable subversions! Onto testimony 8.

Testimony 8: Adam Wood

-The Moment of Truth-

1) I was on my way home that night. I had just bought a whole new pack of beer.

2) While I was walking by, I heard two guys yelling at each other from around the corner.

3) So I took a peek around the corner and saw the two of them in an argument.

4) Then, BLAMMO! The principal drops dead, and I'm getting the hell out of there.

Present the crime scene diagram on statement 3!

And we move forth to testimony 9.

Testimony 9: Adam Wood

-The Missed Shots-

1) I'm the best damn shot on the Blackburn High rifle team. Top of my class!

2) The distance between the roof and the victim was less than one hundred meters.

3) Our rifle team trains at distances from 50 to 200 meters! And did I say I'm the best?

4) If I had been the shooter, I wouldn't have missed! You can bet on that!"

Present beer on statement 4! And then... we move on.

Ruh roh! Investigation day 3 is upon us!

Head to the detention center and talk with Finnigan, Tommy, and Sean if you'd like for some info on what just happened and some background on Blackburn. When you're done, head back to the school and find Furio, loitering about the classroom.

Talk with Furio about the events until you learn some interesting things. When prompted, I suggest you flee, as that's all you need from him. Now you can visit the hospital!

So pay a visit to our local lady of bloodshed and meet with Dr. Jonathan Grey. Discuss what you'd like, but to continue you'll need to present Kirk's medical records to him.

Head back to the detention center and show Pearl's medical records to Professor Finnigan.

Here we go again...

Trial: Day Three

Testimony 10: Professor Finnigan

-A Chemistry Lesson-

1) From what I've heard, Adam Wood died in the courtroom yesterday.

2) He died from an overdose of a rather acidic substance known as hydroiodic acid.

3) The day the principal died, Tommy asked me for help on his science project.

4) I sent him a list of substances that were related to his topic, including hydroiodic acid.

Present profile: Tommy Wilkins on statement 3.

My spell checker is telling me hydroiodic acid is spelled incorrectly. I don't know what to think anymore! Anyway... let's move on.

Testimony 11: Professor Finnigan

-Hydroiodic Acid-

1) It might interest you that Tommy's science project was on different methods of creating sulfur.

2) Hydroiodic acid itself is basically a liquid form of weakened hydrogen iodide.

3) But when hydrogen sulfide is combined with liquid iodine, it creates elements of sulphur.

4) Sulfur is easily one of the more deadly chemicals you'll ever see in a classroom.

Present Adam's autopsy report on statement 4, and off to the races we go once more.

2) I was especially good at chemistry, and he really paid attention to me

3) He's always given me good grades and helped me out with my homework when I needed it.

4) He's always helping everyone around the school. He's my favorite teacher.

Present methamphetamines on statement 3! Looks like somebody got hooked on meth after all.

Testimony 13: Pearl Fey

- The Teacher's Aide --

1) I assist Professor Finnigan every day during chemistry class.

2) I sort the pseudoephendrine so it doesn't get dirty or mixed up with anything else.

3) Professor Finnigan does some stuff with it, and then I sort it into bottles.

4) He takes the bottles and grades me on whether or not the chemical is mixed properly.

Present Hydroiodic Acid on statement 3. And...

We move forwards, as always...

Testimony 14: Professor Finnigan

-Pearl...-

1) My relationship with Pearl Fey is purely professional, I assure you.

2) She is an excellent student in class, and is particularly gifted at chemistry.

3) She sets an example all her classmates could only hope to follow.

4) No other student at Blackburn has quite the amount of potential she does.

Present Pearl's medical records on statement 1. And we move on...

Testimony 15: Professor Finnigan

-The Operation-

1) It's true. I handle all the medical related issues regarding students at Blackburn.

2) It keeps me busy. In a neighborhood like this, the kids get in all sorts of trouble.

3) Pearl has a rupture in her left kidney. If it doesn't get replaced, she'll die within a month.

4) So in order to save her life, I signed her up for a kidney operation.

Present Kirk's Medical Records on statement 1. And the finale awaits us.

Testimony 16: Professor Finnigan

-Darkest Depths-

1, 2, 3, 4) rabble rabble

Now we get another lovely mini-twist, in the form of another subversion itself!

You see, there's no contradiction in this testimony. Simply press all the statements to proceed.

Now, I know what you're thinking... oh, no. It's one of THOSE.
